Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (Amendment)(England) Order 2010.

Commercial Permitted Development Rights

The government have published a series of changes to permitted development rights for commercial development. These changes can be viewed via the following http://www.opsi.gov.uk/si/si2010/uksi_20100654_en_1. The changes come into force on the 6th April 2010.  These changes provide for additional works to commercial properties, shops and schools that will now not require planning permission.

Town and Country Planning (use Classes) (Amendment) (England) order 2010

Houses in Multiple Occupation

A separate new Use Class has also been created as part of a review of the residential uses: C4 Houses in Multiple Occupation. There is also a clarification of the uses allowed under C3.

C3 Dwellinghouses:

Use as a dwellinghouse (whether or not as a sole or main residence) by-

a) a single person or by people to be regarded as forming a single household:

b) not more than six residents living together as single household where care is provided for residents: or

c) not more than six residents living together as a single household where no care is provided to residents (other than a use within Class C4)

C4 Houses in multiple occupation

Use of a dwellinghouse by not more than six residents as a “ house in multiple occupation”

It is possible for properties shared by between 3 and 6 persons (C4) to change to a C3 dwelling house without the need for permission, however the change to the C4 class from a dwelling (C3) will require planning permission.

Validation of Applications/ Design and Access Statements

The guidance on how to validate planning applications has been amended to have regard to how the validation checklist process has operated. The following link provides the guidance: 

http://www.communities.gov.uk/publications/planningandbuilding/validationguidance . These changes are also to be introduced on the 6th April 2010.

The key changes to design and access statements are as follows:

i) Statements should be proportionate to the complexity of the application, but need not be long.

ii) Statements should include reference to demonstrate how climate change mitigation measures and crime prevention have been incorporated into the design process.

iii) The following types of application no longer require a D & A statement


* Extensions of non domestic buildings, not exceeding 100 square metres 
(not in Conservations Areas)


* On operational land, erection of a building or structure up to 100 cubic 
metres and 15 metres in height (not in Conservation Areas)


* Householder developments in AONBs or SSSIs


* Applications for walls, gates, fences or other means of enclosure (not in 
Conservation Areas)

Planning Appeals 

Enforcement Cases

Where a development is already the subject of an Enforcement Notice, the right of appeal against a planning application refusal is now restricted to 28 days from the date of the planning refusal.

Non Material Changes to Planning Permissions

An appeal regarding the non determination of an application made for a Non Material Amendment can be made after 28 days unless an extension of time for the determination of the application has been agreed.

Publicity

The Council will be required to publicise planning applications on its web site and to ensure that site notices required for development to Listed Buildings and within Conservations have a 21 day period for representations to be made. The Forest of Dean District Council already undertakes this level of publicity so no further changes to our practices are proposed.
